The end of our church year is coming up on June 
30. As you can see by our weekly collections we 
are about $40,000 behind our budgeted receipts.   
 
At the end of May we are looking at a $20,000 
deficit for the year. Hopefully you have noticed 
some of the needed maintenance we have been 
doing around the building. Carpets and furniture 
have been cleaned and the spring yard work is in 
full swing. We also have a roof leak that we are 
having problems repairing.
